Parents face challenges in caring for a child who has physical or developmental challenges that affect the child’s ability to care for his or her own personal needs. Because of recent severe budget cuts, there are fewer places where parents can turn for assistance and financial support to meet their child’s needs. One program that is still available is Personal Care Attendant (PCA) services, available through their child’s MassHealth insurance. 
The PCA Council has established a website, www.mass.gov/pca to provide a number of related services, including:
